b. Town Councilman Marty Maier: Conservation Board will be conducting 



interviews to fill their vacancy on February 27th at 6:30 p.m. Also, Fire 




Consolidation meeting-three districts need to come to a common agreement for 



whom the lawyer will be. No decision has been made yet. 



c. Town Councilman Dave Rose: Nothing to report.



d. Town Councilman Craig Goodrich: Zoning is quiet. Hilton Parma Fire          



District, their only concern was how the Hamlin Town Board felt about the three 



fire districts consolidating. 



e. Town Councilman Jason Baxter: Library's numbers were down for the year but 


revenue remained the same. Hamlin's Library according to the paper had the 



greatest percentage increase in circulation over the last ten years. Renovations to 


recreation office have been completed. Office is now more accommodating for 



staff and patrons. Also, they are currently in the process of submitting grant 



applications. 



f. Town Leader Marty Maier: The primary for president will be held in late April. Local 


and State will be held in late August. The County Executive's Ball will be 
January 28th. 

Cheryl Dinolfo will be the only candidate up for election this year. She may possible stop 

out at one of our meetings. Westside Town Leaders meeting will be February 11.



g. Highway Superintendent Steve Baase: It's been quiet due to the weather. The 


highway crew built a shed at the history center, digging and cleaning ditches, as 


well as other odd jobs. 



h. Town Clerk Kathi Rickman: She is currently collecting taxes, seeking a laser 



fiche grant, as well as working on the Wheel Fest.



i. Chairwoman Ann Breslawski: Discussion of a possible dinner meeting to be held 


at the Hamlin Hometowne Cafe for May 22nd meeting as we are unable to use the 


Town Board chambers. Court can't commit due to the possibility of a trial. 



Gymnasium and Charlie Maier Lodge have recreation activities to ending around 


7:00 p.m. This will be discussed under new business. 



Fundraising proposing a $300 tops gift card for a grocery raffle to replace our meat 


raffle. Costs to the committee would be $250. This will be discussed at our February 


meeting. Tom and Kathi have agreed to continue to serve on the fundraisng committee.
